


data the savings at the 80% level is approx. 20%
and the savings increases to approx. 27% when the
system is set for automatic mode. The raw data for
the automatic mode actually shows that the system
runs the lights down to the minimum operating level
of 60% during the daylight hours. (40% savings).

The automatic mode data was taken in early
February when the daylight hours are less than
night-time hours. Since the energy consumption is
averaged over all hours of operation, the total
savings was "influenced" more by the night-time
setting of 80% than the typical day-time setting of
60%. If this test were to be repeated in the late
spring for example, the average savings would be
much greater (32%-33%) due to more hours of
daylight. It is estimated that the overall annual
savings level is over 30%.
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
